For instanceL if you wrote the word GULPS in space 4, your 
words in spaces 3 and 5, must be formed from A, D, E, I, M, N, R. Any two adjacent words must not 
have any letters in common and each word must use 5 T letters.Continue adding new words adjacent to 
the ones you’ve created. Oh, and the words in spaces 1 and 16 are considered adjacent too.
